• Password must be at least 17 characters long and are required to have certain 
characters. Password cannot be one of your previous 5 passwords.

• Every 180 days you will be required to reset your ANU password.

• Two reminder emails will be sent to you one at 15 days and the other at 3 days 
prior to your password expiring.

• If you do not reset your password before it is due you will not be able to log into 
ANU systems (ANU Secure network, ANU email, Wattle, ISIS or a computer on 
campus) until you reset your password.

Maintain privacy when using social media or online tools

Maintaining your privacy can be a concern when you are using social media or online tools for 
collaboration. 

Make sure you check the settings on your accounts to limit the amount of information that others 
can see about you or your group members. 

• Collaboration tools: Teams chat and SharePoint have the ability to create private groups. 
A private group is a closed collaboration space where only members can access and view content 
and communicate.

You may want to keep your personal identity separate from your university or professional life. 

• Set up a separate social media account for assessment purposes.
